Seasonal Status

C = Common - Usually present in considerable numbers. Widely distributed. Relatively easy to detect.
U = Uncommon - Usually present in relatively small numbers or higher numbers unevenly distributed. Not observed regularly.
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R = Rare - Present annually in very small numbers or locally distributed.  Infrequently encountered.
X = Causal/ Accidental - Do not occur annually. Species beyond normal range. May not occur again.

Migrant Status

A = Long-distance migrant (winters predominantly south of the United States-Mexico border)
B = medium-distancemigrant (part of the population winters south of the US-Mexico border but majority winters in North America)
N = North American migrant
R = local resident
P = Paleotropical migrant (winters in Asia)
